	Step 1: Identify unwrapped priority standards by referring to the Google document links.

Step 2: Look at learning progressions to identify what student should already know or understand.

Step 3: Identify the knowledge from Step 2 and place in knowledge category. 

           Think about how you would engage students in attaining background knowledge.

Step 4: Look at learning progressions to see what students are expected to know at the grade level above you. Place that step in the appropriate column. Think about how you would engage students in attaining the next level of knowledge; either with your own grade level standard (taking it deeper with DOK or with next grade level’s standard.) This becomes your enrichment piece.

Step 5: Continue the progression through the various levels of rigor using the Cognitive Rigor Matrix (pink sheet). Use bloom/dok verbs to help you in your work, but do not rely solely on the verbs, focus more on the verb WITH the concept expected. (i.e Identify colors, Identify what two colors together make a new color.)

Step 6: Refer to “Repacking Standards” graphic organizer for next process.
